The layout, the colors, and the fonts used in a presentation can easily
be changed globally, but you still also have control over the most
minute detail.
A special style file allows you to use the LaTeX source of a
presentation directly in other LaTeX classes like article or book. This
makes it easy to create presentations out of lecture notes or lecture
notes out of presentations.
The final output is typically a PDF file. Viewer applications for this
format exist for virtually every platform. When bringing your
presentation to a conference on a memory stick, you do not have to
worry about which version of the presentation program might be
installed there. Also, your presentation is going to look exactly the
way it looked on your computer.
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
